Occupation Annual Mean Wage in MT* Potential Lifetime Earnings* 

Health Education Specialist $39,900 - $58,320 $62,860  x 39 yrs = $2,451,540 

Community Health Specialist $50,930 - $55,020 $48,200 x 39 yrs = $1,879,800 

Activities / Recreation Worker $31,920 - $33,850 $34,410 x 39 yrs = $ 1,341,990 

Fitness Trainer / Instructor $40,800 - $45,280 $46,480 x 39 yrs = $1,812,720
